In England in ad- 
ditioii to the obvious outstanding 
writers, Chestertain and Belloc, 
there i s  also Christopher Dawson 
who Is held to be a tower- 
ing  intellect. In Germany, the 
leading poet is most prob- 
ably Gertrude Von Lefort. The 
Scandinavian countries have as  
their greatest writers, Sigrid 
Undset, and Johannes Jorgensen. 

What is to be noted in all these 
countries i s  t h e extraordinary 
freedom and variety of Catholic 
writing. Although all the speaker 
said so fa r  was encouraging, toe .

Rev. Gilmore Guyot, C.M., of 
Kenrick seminary, and a mem- 
her of the faculty of Webster Col- 
lege, addressed the student body 
Tuesday morning, April 30, about 
his visit to the Holy Land. 

On July 8, 1937, Father  Guyot 
with a group of six or  seven peo- 
ple, among which were only two 
Americans, left Italy for Pales- 
tine. In Palestine there are one 
million and a half inhabitants, of 
which 800,000 are  Mohammedans, 
400,000 are  Jews, and the rest a re  
Christians. 

"Palestine is interesting 'be- 
cause of its connection with Christ 
and because i t  has changed very 
little since that  time,'' said 
Father. Also. i t  is the center of 
trouble, for out-breaks between 
the Jews and Arabs occur fre- 
quently. Some interesting side- 
lights on this country which 
Father  included are that  the cof- 
fee is very strong and syrupy and 
the hospitality i s  warmer than 
that  of our own South, for  a host 
in Palestine must guard his guest 
with his own life; and marriages 
a re  still arranged- by parents. 
The bridegroom pays for  his 
bride, who is unacquainted with 
the choice until the wedding day. 
The average age of the  bride is 
13  or 14 years, and even before 
the wedding, the  girl lives in her  
future husband's home to learn 
the ways of her  mother-in-law. 

Father Guyot expressed - the 
marked contrast between Bethle- 
hem and Jerusalem. "Jerusalem," 
he  stated, "is sinister, dry, and 
very dirty, whereas Bethlehem is 
attractive with its green grass and 
cleaner houses."

Dr. George F. Donovan, presl- 
dent of Webster College, spoke on 
' T h e  Pat tern of Democracy," a t  

a meeting of the  Men's Club of 
the Little Flower Parish in Ricli- 
mond Heights recently. Mr .  Al- 
p h m s e  H. Clemens was the chair- 
man of the meeting. 

The speaker pointed out  that  
in  establishing a pattern of Ameri- 
can democracy certain pitfalls 
exist in the presence of foreign 
propaganda and. Its emlillasls upon 
European democracy so different 
From tha t  of the United States. 
This. difference is found in the 
growing ascendancy of the  s tate  
iu regulating the life of the iu- 
dividual, in the ever Increasing 
oppositiou to freedom of speech 
and the extreme reaction to its 
suppression by those who fai l  to 
distinguish between license and 
liberty, and finally in  the absence 
of a belief in God in  the  edu- 
cational program of the day.
