Theresa could do it H ere, 
m a few wo rds, a mon um ental tribute is paid to the Pres ident of the Senior 
class and Editor of th is Laureta num. Frankly, a Senior class never had a more 
talented executive for she took an efficient and capable part in every sort of 
ac ti vity at \Vebster College. 

The autum n of 1921 brought to Webster a lovely gi rl , demure as befits 
Freshmen. even those intended for prominent co ll ege careers . Theresa had 
finished her hi gh-school course at Loretto Academ y and, with a on~-year 
scholarsh ip. began her pursuit of highe r wisdom at Webster. She soon proved 
tha t she was a real s tuden t and a capable exec ll tive. ho ld ing the offices of class 
Treasurer in '23. Vice-P reside nt in '2 4 and '25. Soda lity Treasurer in '26, and 
Associate Editor of the Lauretanum as a JunIor.

Such was t he spirit of the cr usad e. with 
its military clamor and hosts of marching men. Today this spir it of o ld 
lives on in t he effort of th e few who would keep alive tha t spi r it. A ll th is 
brings to our mind the name o f Thea, who is President o f the Nancy H aver n 
Unit of the C. S. M . c.: who represe nted Webster College at the Natio nal 
Convention and Leadership sc hool: wbo is chairman of the Missio n Commi ttee 
o n the Studen t Spi ritual Council : who is the representa tive o f the girls colleges 
o n the Executive Boa rd of t he St. Louis Confe rence: who served on major 
committees o n that state occasion when the assemb led units found a public 
expressio n in a dramatic ente rtainm ent par excellence-" The Giantk ill er. " I t 
has been sa id that when Theo goes to H eaven there will be hosts of li ttle 
brownski n ned. soft -eyed angels ready ro greet and tbank her. 

We m ust also remember Thea as fig uring on the various school publications . 
She was C ity Editor of th e Web. and Associate Ediror of the "Near and Far" 
department of the Lorett ine in ' 25 . T he competency with which she fill ed 
these positions is str ik ing ly verified by the fa ct that she was elected Editor of 
the latter departmen t for tbe succeeding term. She is now Business Manager o f 
th e La uretanum. That the class elected its Vice-Presid ent to sponsor the busi­
ness end o f its most important publica t ion, is in itself sufficient proof of her 
ability and effici ency.

In these and ot her chara cter delinea tions we see t he ways and mann erisms wh ich 
have endea red her to us. 

But the strongest ind ex to the perso nality of the lovable girl we know as 
Theo is the neve r failing subsc rip tion whic h we find in al l her correspondence­
Just Thea. In know in g T hea we have come to love her and to rea lize o ur 
four years at W ebster have been the happier for havi ng known her. O ur 
s'incerest wish for her is that she may contin ue. as she has begun. to practi ce 
the ar t o f makin g others happy. Her cordial smile. danc ing eyes. and sun ny 
disposition \-v ill be remembered long after she leaves 'vVebster's halls.

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What a long nam? for such a little girl ! We have always deemed It so. 
But it took our four years at Lafayene and a year at Webster before we gathered 
enough courage to place her in the eyes of the world as ·'Tuchie." Tuchie is 
a prcminent member cf the Lafayene crowd. Of the characteristics that will 
linger in the minds of her friends, her laugh will live the longest. It is one of 
her Freshman achievements.

There were spectators in the gladiatorial days of old Rome who sat in the 
arena to watch a performance , and at the end signified their approval or 
disapproval of the combatant by raising or lowering their thumbs. By no 
means , now , are we attempting to juggle history. We concede that Webster 
College is not an arena , and " Petie" is not a gladiator. But although twenty 
centuries of life have changed the dramatis personae , and Sister Marie Anthony 
is now indefatigable mistress of stage settings , we conceived the fanciful idea 
that there is similarity between the ancient gladiator and the modern, inson ­
ciant freshman entering Webster. A gladiator demonstrated his skill before th e 
fastidious Romans, and a Webster freshman must prove her merit to the critical 
upperclassmen and fellow classmates. " Mack" a sturdy herald , in the fall of 
1923 , called " Petie" for the first time in the corridors of the freshman hall. 
In this guise a performance was begun four years ago at Webster. 

Our inquiry identified " Petie" with Margaret Catherine Peters , from 
Sterling , Illinois. It soon became apparent, however , that Father Corcoran , 
and other professors fancied the more dignified sound of "Petie" so Margaret 
Peters was only technically registered at Webster. 

It is now the purpose of the historian to catalogue Petie's activities with 
their accompanying dates; then , following the recipe in the cook book , add a 
touch of personality , and chronicle in the pages of our Year Book.

Too. there were Petie's birthdays,-splendid occasions and worthy of a 
memorial inscription. For days before, we knew that there was a bustle and a 
hustle in the Peters ' homestead in Sterling. Dear Mrs. Peters never disappointed 
us. The birthday box always came and even " Jess " would be jealous when 
we told him about the cake and chicken. In our sophomore year we dressed 
very formally for the dinner party and were impressed by the lovely roses which 
Tom sent for a centerpiece: and then do you rem ember , Petie. that we formed 
a candle light procession and dul y went to choral practire ? " Binks" suggested , 
as it seems to me . that she was an integral part of the choral club and simpl y 
could not miss the practice. Was not that the year, Petie, that "Binks" was 
known as Schumann-Heink ? 

Then , in our junior year we gave a surprise birthday party for Petie and 
served her with slices from her own cake . Oh , there was an elaborate menu 
besides, but that cake was important because on that sam e afternoon Petie 
insisted that it had disappeared from her room. 

To be a student is commendable but imagine , if you can, a student who 
is at the same time a systematic banker. Such a person was Petie. W e are 
not referring merely to her official position as perennial treasurer of her class 
and a dozen other organizations. That the finances o f -rhose privileged corpora­
tions prospered is no small tribute to Petie's banking genius. But this was an 
easy task in comparison with what she accomplished in a private fi eld. She 
financed many a matinee party , luncheon, and w eek-end celebration-always 
loaning at will and collecting at random. Petie 's allowance stretched miles ! 

We are very happy , now. that we brough t the Romans into this because 
it cannot possibly sound like slang, at the end o f our four years to say " Thumbs 
up for Petie 1" Emphaticall y .

1923. at Delia . Kansas . The September follow ing her graduat ion saw her 
amo ng the thirty timid but eage r Freshmen who found their way to Webster, 
then know n as " Loretto College ." 

Like t he rest of het gay classmates, Mary ente red this " storehouse of 
knowl edge" ambitious and determined to satisfy her quenchless thirst for 
intellectual pursuits; bu t, unlike some of he r debo nai re companions, she has 
retained this thirst and de termination th roughout her college career.

It is our cherished hope 
that this , the climax of her artistic activities in College, will stand as her greatest 
achievement and serve to keep alive the memory of Helen , the artist , in the 
annals of Webster. 

But beyond and above all else she was the wholesome northwind of our 
college days that gave us a keen ness for life, a fine sense of comradeship, a 
freshness of purpose, and a love of activity. The softer south winds are good 
enough for the sluggish old. We are grateful for the freshness of the breeze 
that blew over our college days. We are grateful fo r H ele n.

H o w ever. this grega rio us 
instin ct was responsible fo r D o rot h y's success in several fi elds: for she was a 
char ming girl in the bal l room . an intell ige nt mem ber of each d ub to which she 
bel o nged and a p io us sodalist. 

But best. of course. was D o rothy the friend of everyone. kind to all and 
tho ugh tful of a ll. regarded b y the faculty as eminently trustworthy a nd by 
the st ud ents as a bo rn leader. 

In ev itabl y we co me back to that first lin e: J'vlona rch . Queen. Quee n

It was j ust a tiny show that yea r. but our sopho mo re vaudevill e 
was a th ri lling success. and besides, we had an idea grow in g.

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R osa lie was grad uated from Loret to College Acad emy in J une of 1923. 
T o adopt the super ior ai r of the initiated w o uld have been the obvious pose 
for Rosal ie when she ma triculated as a freshman at \Vebster College the follow­
ing September. But there was nothin g assum in g about Rosalie: her dea rness 
and sincer ity \Ve re the charm in her absolute lac k of osten tation. 

Even though we live to be o ld and absent-m inded we can never forget the 
thrill of Field D ay in ou r freshman yea r. W e were feverish with intens ity and 
determinat ion to win honors and the silver trophy frorn the Sophs. On that 
da y we were victor ious [00. and Rosa li e p roudly wore three ribbons. gloriously 
won. And the pluckiest angle to this bit of biography is that Rosalie's in terest 
in a thletics did not flag. In our junior yea r. she made a conq ues t of four r ibbons 
on track day: and there was no guile in the winning as o ur linesman on that 
day was strictl y busin ess-l ike, 

Rosa li e has manifested most decided d ramatic abi li ty in the vario us and 
nu merous roles w h ich she ha s played du ring her col lege ca reer . H ow cou ld 
we have done \vitho ut the ve ry necessary li ttle page in the pantomine enacted 
at the Oza rk Theater our freshman year ? And the follow ing year Rosalie 
starred in Stewart Wa lker 's clever little play, " Three Pi lls in a Bottle," and 
was no less cl ever as the Scissor-G rind er Man. 

Our heroine agaIn gave proof of ab ility in a Russia n dance of the ba llet, 
·'The Enchanted Pri ncess." and. as usual. shone in chorus work as well as in 
solo pa rt. In ·'The Comedy of E rrors' and ··The Taming of the Shrew " 
Rosa li e did good work. and again in our junior year, w hen we presented t he 
attractive playlet, '·Dolls," as part of the ente rtainment afte r the Ch ristmas 
banquet, she was perfect as the Baby Doll with "rea l buttons and button-holes." 

Only o nce has R osalie slipped. On one occasion as q uiet as a mouse. she 
was slipping around behind the scenes caring for: costum es and propert ies. She 
even tr ied to slip something ove r on the audie nce, bu t the slip of a gi rl with 
her dainty slipper, s li pped on the sli ppery slope of the silvery reflector into the 
shining foots-b u t say no more~ It was her only slip. 

This was on ly one time, too , at which Rosa lie proved herself someone's 
ri ght-hand man. Someone has been heard to say, ··Rosalie just ca n not 
graduate: we can not spare her.'· She more tha n proved her worth in th is 
direc ti on durin g the rehearsals and presentat io ns of Fathe r Lord· s pagea n t, 
"The Giantkiller," when she was particu larly helpfu l with the small children. 

We mi ght no te that she appeared at the Prom w ith " Jack" though we 
might have expected a ··giant·': it has been noticed tha t ou r Posie has a fa ilin g 
for people of tall statu re, though she is always grac ious [0 eve ry one. 

Rosalie's talen ts are not restricted to ath let ics and dramatics. She is an 
all-around girl in every sense of the word. She has a world of determination 
and generosity and is accom modating to a fault. H er loyalty to the S isters and 
the school are worthy of remark and imita t ion. O ther sides of he r character 
that must not be overl ooked are her piety and qualities of leadership. That 
h er schoolmates recog nized these qualities and es tima ted them at their proper 
worth was dem onst rated in this her last yea r. when she was elected Prefect 
of the Soda li ty. 

On th is note we close tbe hi sto ry of Rosalie's college career. and leave her 
at the top of the ladder firmly believing that if she wishes she can sprout 
wings and go st ill h igher !

Wbat could be more fitting and appropr iate t ban to designa te tbus, in 
verse, Helen Simon ? For H elen is nored for ber fondness of poet ry and tben, 
sbe is t be reign ing Queen of tbe St. Louis U nivers ity Conclave. A very queen 
indeed whose grace and charm enhanced the diadem and sceptre as she mounted 
tbe dais of sove reignty at tbe brilliant funct ion. 

H elen, affectionately ca ll ed " Si" by those wbo know ber best, join ed our 
family circle in ber sopbomore year. She had, much to our sorrow, deserted 
us for the Big Place on the Hill- Wasbington U.-after leav ing the beloved 
and never-to-be-forgotten halls of Loretto Academy in June, 1923. Needless 
to say, Helen 's absence left a gap in the " Lafayette crowd" (as the Freshies 
from the Academ y were ca lled ). Fortunately, Hel en returned to us in Septem­
ber of 1924. She had learned the lesson that " There is no place l ike home, " 
and once more became a "Loretto girl" instead of a modern co-ed . 

Royally ind eed did we welcome her back to the crowd, realizing then how 
very much we had missed our "champion of cats." Ambiguity is not to be 
feared here because Helen is more truly the queen in relation to others. The 
words came with the tbought of "Si' s" other great passion in life-besides 
poetry- namely, cats . To call on H elen and be presented to her family of 
felines is an experience worth having , because, true lover of these animals that 
she is , Helen shows no favorit ism-her choice of pets ranging from a glor ious , 
tawny Persian-a beauty in every sense of the word,- to one that is. wel l.

For the sun shines round Ginny all the year through. or rather we can say 
that whereve r G inn y is the sun always shines. She draws to he r with a natural 
arrraction all those who love life and fun and a sense of humor and a spirit of­
( is anyone listening but ourselves ' ) mischief. One could hardly deny this 
should they see her ensconced in the depths of a certain venerable Ford­
waiting with a compa nion "red-head" to fi ll t he "third" with fear and 
trepidation.

(Of 
course you have heard of the Chee-Wee. that noble organization of witches 
which counts as members a few choice souls from freshme n to the College 
president. ) Perhaps they d id not know themse lves just how much of the 
witch there was about them, not the frightening. spell-casting witch, but the 
pink and white. fasc ina ti ng , attractive witch who cast charms o n hearts and 
made magic potions that brou ght laughter and joy. No doubt about it , Gi n ny 
brought to Webster a vital, alive spirit that was an ele::tri:::al charge in any 
sore of gathering. 

Studies? Easy for Ginny and almost a matter of un.:ons:ious absorption. 
She was a born eth icist and her mi nd easily imbibed. revolved and abstracted 
all the learned teachings of her professors. Nor infrequen tly might we have 
seen Ginny studiously concentrated on the production of a tremendously 
philosophical paper for Father Donovan. Sports ' She was Captain of the 
basket -ba ll team in her Sophomo re year and from her Freshman year throughout 
her course the excel lent running center whose swift feet carried her like a 
charg ing cloud across the court. Clubs ? She was charter member of the m al l. 
Dramati cs ? She opened the cureains on the first mission pageant: she was a 
Chinese princess. astonishingly demure: she rolled Shakespeare off her tongue 
or stumbled with amused solemnity and fast-fall ing tears through that comic 
travesty, "And the Lamp W ent Out." 

Ginny , the areisr. proved her practica l abil ity as a theatrical manager. When 
the halls have lon g sin ce ceased to ec ho Chee- Wees, witch ca lls. and wood-peeker 
songs. every senior will remember with a just pride the Vaudev illes. the annual 
presen tation of glorified class ta lent. Nor will they soon forget the audiences 
that neve r fail ed to crowd the auditorium and proclaim choruses and dances 
the "best ever.·' Behind it a ll were Ginny and Tanc especial ly. a rran gi ng for 
costumes and properr ies, manag in g ticket sa les and expendi ng their best efforts 
to " put the show over. " 

Ginny. at hea rt so much a ch ild- and that is the best co mpliment we can 
think of off~hand-yet was to her fr iends a born leader. and to those wl10 knew 
her best a serious-minded girl whose unfailing gaiety and irrepressible high 
spirits we re on ly a gay cloak behind which she lived a deep and fine life, one 
that made her devoted to Webster. loyal to her fr iends among the faculty. and 
the magnet that drew to her confid ence and friendship. 
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Mary Tancred 
Mary Tancred (Nearly A. B. ) came to us not as a sweet girl graduate of 

a Catholic Convent whose main character ist ic is to take in the entire truth of 
any given subject as final. . Mary had to know why: she was not too timid to 
raise any or all the objections which occured to her. I state th is here as 
remarkable for Mary is as yet a F reshman, but an unusual one. 

H er difficulti es were not identical with her sister classmates: hers were of a 
far deeper genus. I shall enum erate them here. for. in t he overcom in g of her 
tendencies, we find the success of her most too brief Collegiate Ca reer. 

Mary had notions. queer things so me of them. The first was that study 
and the attending of classes were the essence of a college education. She. there­
fo re. secl ud ed herself in a peculiar way. Her interests were not the in terests 
of the masses. She delighted to speak of Greek and Psychology at the table to 
the absolute amazement of some others present. For examp le ;'Bin ks" cou ld 
not understand that such conversat ion sho uld be preferred to the rec ita tion of 
some prank. This tendency which was rhe ca use of her seclusio n for the most 
part of her Fres hm an yea r was a sad one for the class. ;'T anc" was needed 
badlY . Our class struggling for life in its infancy was lookin g for a stro ng 
leader. The genius of the whole was not to be doubted fo r a moment but a ll 
knew the re must be o ne through which the geni us was to be exp ressed. But 
Mary chose to take her place in the rear of the assembly and th ere she sta yed 
until a year later. Sometime durin g that period of tim e Mary awoke to the 
fact that " T o give is more blessed than to rece ive." From the beg inning of her 
sophomore year. she wo rked unceasing ly for the "common good." 

The second tendency was a powerful influence on her intellectual life 
gained from th e reading of modern fiction . She came with a philoso ph y 
gathered by her ow n selection. It was odd. her so -call ed "r ights" were fo remost. 
She was individualistic: her personality must be expressed fully. _ It was for 
this reason that she took delight in her studi es for it was through these means 
that she would ultimately atta in her end-self-e x pression. 

H er fr iends. from the State University , talked soc ialis m to her. She knew 
the crying needs of the nation and she knew wha t the "rule of the proletariat" 
IS. I t would be difficult to say how sincere J\Ilary was in some of the vi ews 
she sponsored and how d ee ply she had investigated the subject . But giving 
her the benefit of the do ubt. it was not long af tet the formal open in g of Father 
D onovan's Social Science Class that J\;\a ry beca me less queru lous. 

Her process o f changing was a long. hard. slow o ne. One by one t he 
stro ngholds of Mary's notions fell befo re the fierce o nsla ught of Fathe r 
Donovan's teachings. and so , in the June of 1926, Webster Co llege se nt to 
Fort Sm ith a new Mar y Tancred: her co ll ege co urse incomplete. but her mind 
logicall y prepared to see truth and to accept it as such. T he writer of this 
article being a n inti mate friend of Ma ry's has heard her on mo re tha n one 
occaSIOn expressing her appreciation fo r the interest a nd attention of the 
professors who had helped her t hro ugh "perilous times.' 

I t is general ly agreed that Ma ry's three years at co llege were successfu l. 
Mary Tancred is happ y. Her bit of phi losophy has served its final purpose .

The old adage reads-"People who make history se ld om write it"-But 
we have always lik ed to consi der ourselves as being an exceptional class , so 
why not abide by this tradition even now ?

The ceremony of cap and gown investitu re took place on October 8 , with 
o ur chaplai n , Father Donovan. officiating. W e fe lt such a balloon-like sensa­
tion (espec ially if at all inclined to the ho rizontal ) as we walked down the

aisle that da y. that it will ever remain a freshman memor y. \Ve must admit 
that we did look colleg iate. 

During the next several w ee ks we assumed the dail y routine of Co ll ege 
life. bein g ca reful. o ut o f yo uth ful modesty. to keep below the h o rizon o f 
College activities. But at last o ur pent-up enthusiasm would have a n out let 
so we met the so phomores in a basket- ball game. We consid ered o ur rea m to 
be one of o ur fin es t assets an d we a re proud of the vi ctor io us record we made 
\0 the active season which ensued . 

Then the Christmas Party ! And o h ! what a party it was! There was 
a delicious banquet : a thrilling C hri st mas program. a visit from Santa C laus. 
bringing gifts for every freshie- everything that could be desired to make a 
fitting p relude for o ur hom ewa rd departu re. 

Scarcely had we returned to school we fo und o urse lves confro nted with 
the awful pro blem of semester exams. Since then. of course. we have come 
to rega rd exams as a matter o f course . but it was with fear and trem blin g that 
we entered upo n them for the first time. We mi ght have saved ourselves many 
groans b y the conso ling thought that "i t's al l in a life time ," but it takes a 
philosopher to find such comfort and we have o nly recentl y come to be 
philosophers. 

With a lmost dramatic acc uracy rhe li ghter scenes fo ll o w ed the h eav ier and 
we found o urselves enjo ying to the utmost the gala eve nt of the Senio r Pro m 
held that year at the Woman 's Club o n the evening of Januar y 23.

F reshi es fi gured in the cast of the Sop ho mo re Va ud evi ll e. which 
occ urred shor t ly afterwards. \V hen th e Co ll ege broa dcasted a progra m from 
stat ion KSD. the St. Louis P ost- Dispa tch. tw o of o ur number were among 
the soloists and man y of us were in the chor us. These Jnd other inreres rin g 
alfa irs. lik e the Shakespearian Pla ys and a tea fo r the gra duates o f Ca tho li c 
High -Schools in S t. Lo uis. led up to t he dignified event of graduati o n. 

I n the Fall of 1925 we assemb led again to find o ur class g reatly d im inished . 
Bur the rema in in g thirt y-e ight o f us kept up co urage and d etermi ned that s in ce 
we had fa ll en do wn in quantity . we wo uld fulfill the defi cit with super ior 
quality. 

\V e bega n o ur so phomore end eavors in the field of Ivl issio n work. dividing 
o ur class into t hree gro ups with Ed ith Glosemeye r . Thelm a Coy ne . and 
Kath ryn Hum me rt. respectively. as lea ders. Wit h a few peppy raffies and 
severa l food sales we were first to reali ze a hundred do lla rs for Loreno-in­
C hina . Sophomore rep resentat ives attended rhe C ru sade Lea dership Sc hoo l 
in Ci ncin nat i and at rhe fi f th ge neral Convent io n of the Cath o lic St udents 
Missi o n C rusa de held at Da yto n. Ohio.

We acted as hostesses to the faculty and students at the Hallowe'en party, 
and to the Seniors at a tea given at t he Coronado Hotel. 

A sophomore, Harriet Averill, was elected by the Student body to represent 
the College as a maid at the St. Louis University Prom. A sophomore, Kathryn 
H ummert, was the aut hor of articles relative to Peletiah Webster that appeared 
in a Spring nu mber of "America. " It was also a sophomore. Agnes Gr iffin, 
who played a leading role in the "Taming of t he Shrew," 

In the early part of our Ju nior year our efforts were concentrated in doing 
our part to make the Mission Pageant, the "Gia ntkiller," a great success. 
"Curly" Coyne figured in the prologue and Juanita Abell. Edith G losemeyer 
and Marguerite Ba rthel were among the Webster girls who had speaking parts 
in the cast. Others from our ranks were consp icuous for committee work done 
o n the Pageant, 

Nor in o ur efforts to bring fame upon the St . Lou is local conference of 
the C. S. M. C. were we unmindful of M ission work at home. During 
December we gave a food sa le and raffled a gift chest which totalled for us the 
sum of forty-five dolla rs. 

It was then our turn to take charge of the Chr istmas party. With our 
efficient little president, Helen McGuire, assuming the leadership, we p ut the 
party over in fine style. With Father Lord 's play, " Mistress Castlema in e's 
Christmas Dinner," interpreted by our members of the dramatic art class why 
shouldn't the part y have been one of superior quality ?

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Loretto Conservatory of Music 

" Architecture, sculpture, poetry and painting are old and matu re arts: 
their con~ept ions established . their objects assu red: they ha ve fo und thei r wa y 
through uncounted cen t uries and, like the planets , desc ribe thei r reg ular orbits." 
though taste and individuali ty can and will unceasingly find refreshm ent and 
rejuvenation in these arts. 

Music is a child that ha s learned to work , but still must be led. It is 
unconscious yet of its own privileges. its latent capacities. But it is a "child­
marvel" in \v hom we recogni ze one radiant attribute which signa li zes it beyond 
its elder sisters. "It is well nigh in corporeal. Its materi al is transparent, 
It is almost Nature itself. It is free." 

In late years. America 's co ntribution to tbe self-awakening of thi s wondrous 
child has consisted in th e vitaliz in g of the purely musica l imaginat ion by 
contact with the more conc rete si des of life-in favor of vigor. vivacity and 
variety . Tremendous cha nges have taken place in theory and methods. Forty 
years ago Americans went to Leipsic: thirt y years ago honors were shared 
between Leipsic and Berlin . But durin g the last two decades co nserva tori es 
have arisen in Amer ica to com pete w ith those o f E uro pe an d although th e 
cen ter of creative acti vity is sti ll to be found in Europe, as rega rds perfO(fl1ance. 
America has absorbed E urope 's fin est elemen ts. Youn g in years but al ready 
old in knowledge she accepts or rejects with a rapidity wh ich is a tribu te. no t 
o nly to her disce rnment. but to the prog ressive nature and enterprise of her 
artists. 

In consequence. American teachers under American patronage are train ed 
along the best ackn o wl ed ged lin es and the appreci at ion of w hat is best in 
music is recognized and wid es pread. Religious educators, (QO, have attended 
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these schools of m usic. co mpleted the co urses a nd are no w imparting to th e 
st udents in the conservato ries attached to their Ca tholic co ll eges t he fin est of 
cultured tra ining. 

Am o ng such institutio ns L o retto Conservato ry is in sured an enviabl e pla ce. 
A s a n or b it of W ebster College. it derives the adva n tages inciden t to a close 
in te rrela t io n wi th the o ther d epart men ts of the L iberal Arts Ins ti tut ion. These 
adva ntages arc necessary to an art istic d evelopme nt si nce a broad and cultural 
ed uca ti o n is fund ame nta l to a thorou gh musica l training. The rec iproc it y 
is equall y advantageo us fro m the Col leg iate viewpoint for music h as alwa ys 
been the art of self exp ress io n . t he del in eation o f characte r and ideals. If such 
is true there must be someth in g to express . H ence , with o u t educa tion music is 
impossib le. Thus the p lea for the co-existen ce o f Co llege and Co nservatory 
and the adva ntages o f th is co-ope rati o n over more spec ia lized schools of music 
is t remendousl y obv ious, 

The Co nservato ry is incorporated under the State Laws of Misso uri to 
confer deg rees. diplomas, a nd teacher 's ce rt ificates in music. T he curricul um 
includes co urses in pian o, voice, v iol in , pipe-organ. t heory, harmony, counter­
point. ea r -train in g, hi story and a pprec iat ion of music. analysis, sig ht -s inging 
a nd ensemb le. At th e com pletion o f the Col legiate Co urse. th e d eg ree. Bachelo r 
o f Iv lusic is awa rded. Studen ts of t he Bach elo r of A rts Course, w h o a re su f­
fi cie ntly advanced to do post-grad uate work creditab ly may rece ive the Spec ial 
Conse rvato ry Diplo ma at t he close of th e senio r year.

W hen the pageant ended. I felt that the first thing I should do was to write to each un it a 
~vo rd of. apprec ia.t ion. I began: but before I had gonen a lener co o ur o wn Webster girls. 
tnterr up tlO ns set 10. And you sec they have cont'inued. I start anew. though. today and am 
concluding m y thanks in climatic o rder w ith thi s letter. 

Father Lord. I believe. told the girls by lette r on the morrow of the last pageant perform ­
ance (hat th~ work o f Webste r was consistent'ly fine fro m prologue to cu n ain drop. He co uld 
have added with the same nicety of facts that the consistent fineness had beg un some five weeks 
before the prologue and conti nued for t he like space of time after (he curtain fall. Because the 
dramaric excellence of W ebster girls was only a feature in their ge neral co-ope ration. 

T he y had a deft hand in the management also. The story of what they did in ti cket 
sel ling is t ol d in the two prizes won: o ne for (he sc hool gro up and one for the student con­
tenders. But nothin g so tangible declares rhe so ul of the ir co-opera ti o n. That is learned 
o nl y from such incidental remarks as these: "U nlooked for and t ryi ng de mands were met 
wi tho ut any d ispla}'s o f temper" "even those taking part in the pagean t bo ught tickets fo r 
thei r own usc" "s he (\Vebster's o ut standing contender fo r the ticket prize) would not con ­
sent to make sales that wore even the fai ntest appearan ce of unfai rness in competition. " 

Had I calculated beforehand t he amo unt o f co-operation the Conference might expect from 
Webster ( and my fi guring in s uch matters is not u[lra conserva tive) as fir st of firsts. m y esti mate 
would have fallen about sixt y per cent short.

I wish t he conduct of lhese and all Webster's daug hters will in evcry impo rtant occasion of 
li fe o utrun expectations because ever grounded on Him Who in every orde r ca me. not to destroy 
bur to fu lfill.

T h is our featu re play of the yea r had as usual a double cast , a fact wh icb 
creates ent husiasm and a spiri( of em ulat ion-affording more opportunity for 
dramat ic ability and allow ing all to delve into tbe deptbs of Shakespeare. Ou r 
weeks of re hearsa l though stren uous were enjoyed and every part was well cast 
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and well played . Special credit is due to Theresa Shea who played P etruchio 
In both casts and by her spl end id interpretat ion of the part wrote her name 
in Webster's " Hall of Fame." 

O n February II , 1926, th e Dramatic C lass en tertained us very pleasa n t ly 
with an "oriental evening ." They presented two plays, the first of which was 
Vache l Lindsay's "The Ch inese N ight inga le," which was cut and arranged 
fo r the read ers to cham while the dream of the Chinese laundryman was 
brought before the aud ience in pantomine. The music selec tions by Irene 
H ym an added an ethereal atmosphere to the performance, Margaret Reddin, 
as the Nightinga le, treated us to some fine bits of danc in g. 

It has always been ou r object in this depa rtment to do different th ings 
and great effor ts were expended in the P oetasters of Isphahan , an oriental pla y 
with an incongruous com bination of melodrama and philosophy. dealing with 
the irresistab le urge in eve ry human bein g to reach out for the th in gs of life 
regardless of the cost , and the differen t directio n in which that sa me urge 
drives various indiv iduals. To preserve the exact locale of the Persian tent 
it was found necessary [0 stress the perfe: rio n of atm osphere-the ligh ts spei r 
geni us- portray ing the oriental texture of the play. 



Wh en we were Juniors and had cha rge of the enterta inm ent at th2 Christ­
mas banquec we in troduced the idea of g ivi ng a class play. We found just 
the thing for the occasio n . ··Dolls.· ' by Louise A rm strong, a deiightful story 
of the night befo re Christ mas in wh ich the proud new dolls come to life and 
find "ups and do wns" in th is w o rld of ou rs. Dolls are quite like human 
beings . enjoying pleasures and riches, and bein g satisfied only when things go 
their way. So amid sho uts of "votes for women" and arguments as to who 
was to ride with the chauffeur. and w ho sho uld ride in the pony cart. the 
merr y din was broken by the arrival of the R ag D oll who insisted they would 
take their respect ive places and not spoil the little girl' s Christmas . Bu t poor 
old Ra ggy h ad her innin g on Chr istmas morn wh en the littl e gi rl pi cked her 
our of the waste basket and dressed her in the new Lad y Doll' s sil ks and laces. 

Virgin ia Wal sh was at her best as the litt le girl and made the play a 
lastin g memory to all who saw it. Who of us could fo rget that th e Baby 
Doll had real "buttons and butto n-holes" in her dainty ye ll ow frook and 
tha t M r. Clow n craved the company of the beautiful Marie A ntoinette making 
the tim id P easan t Doll jealous of the powdered w ig. L ittle did we thin k that 
the Little Tin Sold ier cou ld in a yea r' s tim e beco me Queen of the Prom- such 
thin gs ca n be. and will eve r be. at W ebster.

I n fac t. the Ame rica n 
fa mil y as a wh ole is b usy . The mem bers of such a n energetic grou p have no 
rim e fo r mo re th an they can glimpse fro m a swiftly mo vi ng au tomobile. 
Advertisin g must be stri k in g. m ust make a n instan t appeal to the eye and to 
t he fa ncy . m ust m eet people ha lf wa y befo re t hey w il l g ive it co nsi derat ion . 
A nd here is the fie ld a nd t h e p u rpose of t he com m ercial ar tist . 

T here are va rio us fac tors to be treated in a di scuss io n o f picto ria l adver­
tisin g. Psyc hology is o ne of t he most importa n t o f t hese. T he ani st must 
understan d the m ind and hean o f h is publi c. its tastes. its favo rite pas tim es. 
its sorrow s. and its joys. in o rd er to reg iste r the necessa ry appeal in h is work . 
P eo p le h ave to be "so ld" on an article o f mercha ndise befo re th ey w ill part 
with th eir h ard- earned do ll a rs. and a sk il lful to uch o n th e h ea rt-str ings fr e­
quen t ly has t he powe r to loosen the pu rse st rin gs. 

H owever . in stud yin g t he mate ria l side of co mme rcia l an. we do no t lose 
sig h t o f the beau tif ul. P erfect io n of co lo r. design . and co mposit io n is sough t 
and o btained in pos ter wo rk as in an y fo rm o f a rt. It is not t rue as is so 
often co nten ded . tha t there is no rca l an in th is wo rk. The st ri d es made in 
th is fi eld arc as grea t and as importa nt as th ose in an y o ther art. j\l\an y 
modern ad vertiseme n ts have rea l a rt isti c wort h . The ab ili ty o f Maxfi eld P ar­
r ish ma y be me nti o ned as exemp lifyin g t his fa ct. 

So we may spea k o f the ge nera l a im o f commercia l a rt. A t W ebster a 
w ide su rvey is mad e of th e fi el d a nd pa rtic ular anenti o n pa id to the develop-

ment of taste. talent, and individuality in the studen ts . P os ter painting is 
studied. and the princ iples learned a re immediately put into practice in placing 
the collegiate activi ties before the student eye. In the las t few years. exte nsive 
work has been done in this direction . no tabl y fo r the annual Va udevill e. the 
Shakespearean plays, the mission sales, and even social affairs of the neighbo r­
in g parish church. 

The good work done in the Mission C rusade contest last yea r sho uld not 
be left without men tion. In th at even t two p ri zes were ca rried away by 
W ebster students. This yea r some of the girls of the art department com­
peted in a poster contest h eld in connection with Father Lord 's pageant . "The 
Giantkiller," and captured three more prizes. 

In ter ior decoration and dress desig nin g receive their share of a tten tio n in 
special courses. H ere. too. indiv idua lit y and good taste are encouraged and 
cultivated in the important studi es of hom e beautifying and d iscriminating 
sty le in dress. I t is easy to und erstand how capabl e direction in such matters 
is ext remely use ful in the educat io n of the average college girl. 

The ar t work for t he college year book. and for the quarterly periodica l 
is in the hands of selected students o f the art department. The experience an d 
initiative derived from this work a re invaluable. This year an effo rt has been 
made to improve on the art work o f th e pas t annuals. particu lar ly in poi nt of 
uni fo rm ity of st y le in drawings and letterin g. 

There is an excell ent library. consist in g o f num erous volum es and current 
magazines on subjects related to art . Exhibits are fr equently held. and so me 
artistic work is consta ntl y o n disp lay. It is th e inten tio n of the d irec tress of 
the a rt work to ho ld an extensive exhibit a t the cl ose of the presen t scho lasic 
year.

Communio n at a special Mass. said. through the kindness of the Reverend 
Cha pl ain at eight o·clock. to accomm odate especia ll y the day students. 

Ever an active organization. the Sodality this year promised to surpass its 
acco mplishm en t of previous years. According to the p lans out lin ed by Reverend 
Father Lord. S. J .. the var ious spir itual activities of the school have been gro uped 
and subord in a ted to a Students' Spiritual Cou nci l.

on the May Day celebration of Webster College. May 20. 1926. The day 
itself was perfe:t. The Campus appeared a bower fit only for the highest of 
creatures , our May Queen. Her throne was placed far away from the crowd: 
:t was covered with delicate blossoms which seemed almost unreal in their 
loveliness . The Queen was preceded by tcn dancing attenda nts. four maids­
of-honor and a tiny flower girl bearing the crown of roses. After circling 
tbe campus her Maje:::ty was led to the tbrone where she was crowned the First 
May Queen of Webster College. Before receivi n g this t itle she had been known 
as Miss Theresa Shea, a member of the Junior Class. 

After this ceremony , ten g irls dressed in white organd y danced around the 
May Pole in honor of the new Queen. The pole irse!f was wound in yellov., 
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May Day 
and white. which contrasted artistically with the costumes of the dancers. It is 
nearly impossible to paint the loveliness of the picture drawn by the white 
dancers as they rwined inrricate steps in the glorious light of the fairest of 
spring days. The dance fini shed, the athletes of the school competed in track 
meet for the lov in g cup, symbolical of all around sporting prowess. 

The Queen presided over these events for a time leaving them to jo in the 
Lawn Fete sponsored by the Junior Class. The many booths on the campus 
y ielded proceeds which exceeded five hu nd red doliars which was given to the 
Co ll ege Mission Unit.
