in the South? How does it reel 
to be qualified fou a. jpb and still 
be tu rned down because the pig­
ments of your skin are the 
wrong color?

Griffin, an archeolegist from 
Mall.sfield, Texas, answered for 
the faculty and s,tudents of Weo.:; 
stet"" colleg e last Monday. 

In the f a ll of 1959, he became 

a Negro by changing the color 
of hJs skin and shaving off his 

hair. He wancfte:r;~do through Mis­
sissippi, Alabama, Louisiana, 
and Georgia, and lived as the 
southern Negro is forced to hve 
-as a person who mus t remain 
on his side and reply "yes" to 
every whiite ma:n's L·eq.uest.

-The College School • In perspective 
In response to' interest shown in the Cellege Sch001, 

The Web asked Dr, Nelson L Haggerson, diJreet0r; about 
the underlying philosophies of the experimental school anct 
its future hopes. ' 

The following is a brief discussion of the raison a: etre 
of the College SCMol's actual beginning, and conjectures 
about its futuve taken from his report. 

As Wehster college spearheads a movement in teacher 
educati0n, it beeomes more and more involved in at least 
five critieal areas: new materials, the specialist tea:cher, 
in-service C0'urses, re-education, le'arning process research, 
and administrative arrangements in schoofs·. 

With respect to the new materials, there have been 
radical changes in curriculum development for elementary 
and sec0-ndaxy schools. Examples are found in. mathemqtics, 
science, English, and reading, These radical changes, char­
acteris,tic of our Last-m0ving world, bring with them many 
qUes.t i0ns to be· answered. 

First, is the teacher of the future expected to be a 
master of each of these fields? Certainly noL Webster 
strives ' for a solution, emphasizing the b"<tining of the spe­
cialfst teacher. 

Webster realizes too, however, that these newl teacllers 
alone cannot produce sufficiently to care for the quality 
teacher shortage, To fulfill this quantity, Webster is pres­
ently working on the re-education of teachers already io 
the-field via in-selTVice courses. 

But still, as always, theie remain more questions. 
Once the teacher is in the field how is she to be used more 

effectivety? Is she to work as a member of a team of spe­
ciMists? The ans,wer here lies in the child. Webster must 
know how the child learns and the type of materials and 
methocls that help the child learn. For this reason a need 
for constant researeh into the teaeher-learner interactions 
is neeessa:ry. 

The question, then, of "Why have an experimental 
school?" is answered. We- need a :place where we can test 
ideas, w here we can manipUlate variables, where we can 
make maximum use of the tremendous amount of talent 
on the, Webster college faculty, We need a place where we 
cal'l test h ypotl1esis th:.t a local school superi'l1tendel'l t has 
about grouping, team-teaching, or non-grading.' We need 
a place where teachers and studerotts can observe new ma­
terials and methods being tested. 

Wh:.t :,!>olit the future 0' the. College Sohoel? 
The most tangible developments of the future are 

physicaL During the next two years we will add four more 
levels of instruction. We will also add physical facilities 
to accomodate these grades, The location for the facilities 
are on Big Bend Boulevara' between Plymouth ana Swan, 
on the south side of the s~eet. The first two buildings will 
soon be completoo and classes will be hel<l at the Big Bend 
site. 

The very nature of the school---experimental-forces 
us to keep other' clevelopments rather open-ended. That 
we intend to continue seM"ch for answers to impIi"ove educa,.. 
tion is the most positive statement we can make at this 
time.

Movie review 

PO'Yer disintegrates the 
'Condemned of Altona' 

by Sh reela Ray 
Based on the novel by Jea n 

Paul Sartre, the film, The Con­
demned of A ltona is a wracking 
and fr ightening entanglement. A 
power-obsessed father , Gerlach 
senior, is a fabulous sh ipping 
magnate and industr ia list; his 
guilt-crazed son, Franz, is a pa~ 

thetic and powerful remnant of 
Hi tler's Germany; his younger 
son, 'Bernard, is married, a law­
yer and a man whose idealism is 
skin deep, but deep enough to 
fool his actress wife, Johanna, 
!la thing of beauty and hope"­
one character who stands away, 
stressing the strangeness of the 
others. 

Gerlach discoverS that he has 
cancer. of the throat a nd s ix 
months to live. In the first few 
weeks left him, he swnmons his 
son Bernard and his wife to 
A ltona, and decla res Bernard his 
heir. U nde r the continuous a nd 
subtle pressure of his father, Ber­
nard's devotion to truth a.nd re_ 
sistance is worn down, bu t not 
that of his wife's, 

She learns the secret of th e 
Gerlach family, its association 
with the Nazis, and discovers 
that Franz Gerlach, reportedly 
killed in Argentina after the 
war, is actually liv ing alone in 
an upper room of the mansion. 
Franz, the beloved shame of the 
fa ther, exists, apparen tly like a 

beast in a netherland of t he past 
Hitlerian Regime. 

H is meeting with Johanna has 
repercussions that are uncertain­
ly effective, but' brief . When the 
girl leaves, Franz dares for the 
first time after fifteen yeal'S to 
enter the ou tside world. 

He still has his misgivings and 
s uspects the world to be more 
rotten than h e had feft it. Un­
fortunateJy, he asks Johanna 
whether she would lOVe him if 
she learned that he was guilty of 
war atrocities. Her a nswer ' is 
ho nes t and final, and Franz re­
turns to his pre-Johanna. state 
and his father's love. 

Gerlach makes a desperate at­
tempt to vindicate himself and 
console his son. He shows Franz 
his industrial empire, the ship_ 
yards a nd dockyards, but even in 
this last effort he fails. At a 
great height {rom a pulley, Franz 
shrieks to the world, the still 
naive and hopeless, "I shall bear 
the world on my shoulders." And 
then father and son crash to the 
pavem ent below. ! 

So much of Sartre-war, po\V~ 
e r, love, disillusion. hope. de~ 

s pa ir and suicide is somehow 
coh erently, endlessly, amalga. 
rna-ted. 

Paris . .. charming city bu t 
not so much to their taste that 
they'd enjoy living in it; people 
seemed a bit aloof. England, for 
Tessie, "the most beautiful of a ll, 
in its way- green and cool-wit­
ty people; as an American, I felt 
Clo at home there . . . " Rosalie and 
Mary went to Ireland a nd s ince 
Rosalie is a Colleen, she loved the 
is le; however, Mary says only, 
" ... rainy and cold." 

NSA takes. long look at Africa 

Frederick March, as the father, 
and Maximillian' Schell as Franz 
Gerlach, were superb; uncomfort~ 
ably believable . Sophia Loren was 
bealltiful, but somehow not qui.te 
as brilliant. Robert Wagner as 
Bernard Gerlach was negligible. 
The character of Berna rd was 
already weak, but what Mr. Wag­

'ner did beyond· this, could not 
have been in the script. The pho­
tography was eloquent to the 
point where words were some­
t imes extraneous. 

Genera lizing on the whole 
year's investment and value-a 
very d ifficul t t hing to do in a 
few words-all four of the voy­
agers agree on one t heme with a 
few variations. The way of life 
in E urope is of such a relaxed 
a nd eased quality t hat keeping a 
perspective is not at all as' diffi­
cult to achieve as it is in this 
country,

be free to C'hserve. Mountains 
are a wonderful experience." 

P asSPOlt in hand, you have a ll 
probably had. an airplane look 
at Africa by now. You have also 
probably seen giraffes and leop­
a rds eyeing you from the walls . 
You may have wondered ' just 
what is goi ng 'on-are we really 
going to Aft;ca? Well, not ex~

As you know, t he USNSA 
h olds a Congress each summer 
for the put-pose of formulating 
officia l policy for the coming 
year.

There was no doubt t hat 
the member schools help the as­
sociation, and that the Congress 
helps the delegates, but there 
was great concern over the fact 
that the great things that go on 
at the Congresses are not getting 
th rough to the individual stu­
dents.

Recognizing t he fact 
t hat, generally, little is known 
about Africa. and that t his is a 
plaCe of g rowing importance to­
day. and seeing the need of some­
t hing to fill this a pparen t gap in 
our education, we your NSA dele­
gates, w ill try to fill t his need 
at Webster.

The 
first motive would , then be for personal satisfaction-the 
exclusive luxury of being dumbfounded and' disbelieving; 
after that, the individual's social obligations. 

The world has become smaller at a great price and the 
payment continu~s. Our minds have to consider every­
thing in wider dimensions, and failure to do that brought 
us race intolerance. A new curriculum will not perform 
miracles overnight to guarantee religious tolerance, but it 
will have met an intimate need for everyday compassion. 

Like it or not, our society is pluralistic, and we may 
as well accept that fact intelligently. 'It is rather unfair to 
corner an unsuspecting Hindu or Buddhist at a party and 
insist upon being 'enlightened'; then to discover in horror 
that the Buddhist is unfamiliar with Zen and the 'sound of 
one hand clapping, and the Hindu is'' no heretic because his 
attitude towards cows is a little irreverent. It is in these 
little contacts , that our biggest mistakes are made, so we 
will either avoid discussing religion, or we will plunge 
headlong into the most stupid and unforgivable blunders. -

Why should accumulative subjects be taught and not 
comparative religion, which has had considerable impact 
upon all other subjects taught us? Careful planning and 
selection of competent lecturers are the jobs of the admin­
istration, of course, but the student no less, mu~ co-oper­
ate and realize the need for such a course first. A whirl­
wind program WQuid be 'as pointless as one that concerns 
itself with superficial details and isolates, rather than in­
tegrates, religion from the total sphere of !1Uman activity. 
"'Integrating" does not mean "amalgamating" but here, 
being able to see one belief by itself and in the entire or­
der of human achievement. ' 

Modern thought in literature is acquainted with east­
ern philo,sophical concepts-nirvana, dharma and others­
but our knowledge of them is almost niL Our appreciation 
of our Judaic heritage has been limited; only scholarly 
historians and religionists seem to bother, But there is no 
taboo that prevents a keen student from being inquisitive. 

Ideally, the course should be as objective and fearless 
as possible, without being ludicrous, without defenses, 
without proselytization, 

Undue concern with problems such a course might 
create in a sectarian college is a cowardly concern, because 
if we indeed possess the truth, we have nothing to fear, 
and nothing to lose but our attributed snobbery, True, 
knowing one's own faith is difficult without becoming in­
volved with half a dozen others, but we do not expect 
thOSe others to .compete with Theology, or the teaching of 
them to be a sort of adult catechism. The strength of one's 
own convictions is best known through opposition to them; 
'the nature of a thing known by knowing what it is not as 
well , One cannot honestly experience belief without know. 
ing disbelief, and if a person's first and strongest founda­
tion were blasted wild, survival would necessitate recon­
'struction- this time better cemented so as to warrant 
saying, "I believe (or disbelieve) ..in spite of and be-
cause. ", , " ~ , 
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Woman of ' the Pharisees 
I'm so glad I'm not a f ool. And why am 

I not a fool? Because I'm educated, Not 
educated in the common sense of the 
word but in the only true sense of the 
word-the Catholic education.

A Masters of Arts Teaching 

Program for elementary teachers 
is in the planning stage at Web­
ster. Dr. Nelson Haggerson, di­
rector of the College school, is 
in charge of the program. 

The MAT program, which is 
partially financed by a grant 
from tlle Ford Foundation, gives 
elementary teachers an oppar­
tunity to. become specialists. 
Teachers who have already given 
service in their fie ld will be able 
to. gain depth in a subject mat­
ler .area. 

When the program is com­
pleted, courses will be offured in 
matll, science, French and Span­
~h. Janguage arts, and. history 
and the social sciences. The first 
session of summe r classes in 
three areas-nlath, science., and 
foreign languages-will 'be ini­
tiated in 1964. A degree reguires 
SO semester hours in one of these 
fields. 

Included in the '30-hour re­
quirement will be an internship 
in either a public or a parochial 
school. The intenlShip .consists of 
teaching in the field of speciali­
za:tion in .the 'Sc hool .in which the 
tea<,-her is warking or in another 
schoo·l through specia.l arrang-e­
ments. Thi-s completes the pro~ 

gram and prepares bhe teacher to 
do q-ne of three things. She can 
accept tlle role ef a specialist 
teacher, handle the self-contained 
classroom, or wark wi'th other 
teachers as a team . 

Dr. Haggerson sums up the 
aims of this program directed t~ 
ward the teacher in one state­
ment: "We want to take th~ very 
important prev·ious training and 
experience of the teacher and 
add to. it depth in a subject mat­
ter area."

With the opening of the second semester, male students in the 
Fine Arts division will be able to complete their total college course 
work art Webster college. Sisler Francetta, president of the college, 
today made public a major policy change made by the Webster col­
lege Board CYf Directors all a recent meeting. 

For Ule past two years, the studio courses in art, music, and 
drama have been open to male students who earn their degrees from 
Webster while completing their other academic course work rut St. 
Louis University and other local 
colleges. 

Commenting on the policy 
change, Sistel' Francetta said, 
"Webster college is emerging 
as an import;mt and vital force 
in the field of fine arts in the 
St. Louis community and beyond 
its limits. Few Catholic institu­
tions 'of higher education have 
committed themselves to this im· 
portant a.rea. In making the in­
itial move two yea·rs ago to ad­
mit men to the studio ma.jors, 
we were aware that particularly 
the performing arts were abso­
lutely dependent on the involve­
ment of both men anll women. 
The experience of these two 
years has only supported this 
conviction, and the Board of Di­
rectors are now agreed that to 
curtail the potential of the pro­
gram by requiring the candidat~s 
to enroll in two institutiolls is a 
mistake." 

Many details of implementa­
tion remain to be worked out. 
The men nOV! enrolled in the de­
partments of art, music and 
drama will be free to schedule 
their academic courses at Web­
ster next semester unless they 
wiSlh to compJete the year-se­
quence of a course in another in':' ' 
sti.tution. 

"Webster college," stated Sis­
ter Jacqueline, executive vice· 
preSident, Ilremains committed to 
the prinCiple of asl{ing at every 
given moment what seems to be 
the best possible contribution it 
can make to the problems and 
potentials of the intellcctual and 
aClrthetic world. There is no {)th­
er institution in the greater St. 
Louis area which offers majors 
in a.rt, music, a nd drama to male 
students. The need and potential 
for the contribution seems ob­
vious.

Journalists face 
heavy demands 
says City Editor 

Approximately 300 high school 
students representing 30 schools 

and 13 states took part in the 
Eighth Annual Greater St. Louis 

Press Workshop held at Webster 
college this pas t week-end. 

Among the se\'el'al out-of-town 
speakers to address the conven­

tion was Mr. William R. Bur­
leigh, city editor of the Evans­
ville Press, Evansville, Ind. In 
his .main address, Mr. Burleigh 
explained "The Demands of Jour­

nalism ." 

At the closing session, the' 
spealm_' told potential journal· 
ists, "Too many people ask what 
journalism can offer the min· 
stead of what tit e y can offer 
journalism." He pointed out that 
there are m any "heavy demands 
to be met in a career in journal­
ism," and informed the audience 
that one must see if he is a,ble to 
meet these demands with the 
proper tools. 

"The most important tool," as­
Mr. Burleigh referred to it in his . 
ta~h> "is language." When all is 
said and done, a command of 
language is all the journalist has 
at his disposal. "The thorough 
know:edge of language and its 
use is the most necessary asset 
in jour.nalism." 

He gave examples to sl}{)w how 
poor' use of la nguage is the de­
struction of a piece of -journalism. 
"It may be good literature but it 
is not good journalism!' Mr. Bur­
leigh cited an example. A re­
P9rter was sent to get a story 
on a flash ' flood. The reporter 
wired his editor, "God in His 
wrath has sent a deluge on Par­
ryville." The editor wired back. , 
"Forget the flood! Find a l)ho­
tographer to tal<e pictures and 
go interview God!" 

Mr. Burleigh also illustrated 
l10w the good use of words ef­
fects good journaJism. "A good 
journalist can get to the point 
fast, with good style, and with 
the minimum amount of well 
chosen words." As Mr. Burleigh 
pointed out, a "knowledge of 
language" requires more than 
words. This knowledge implies 
good spelling, punctuation, writ­
ing habits. and proper use of the 
rules of grammar. 
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Si~ter Jacqueline's messO:.ge to students 

'Rules' type of Christian is 
deadening force in society 

''1 live with the life, and I run 
with it," was the statement 
with which Sister Jacqueline, 
S.L., vice-president of Webster 
college, left the auditorium after 
her speech, "Crises and Com-

. mitment in the Education of a 
Catholic," to the student body ~t 

. a Dean's Assembly, Monday, 
Nov. 4. 

Sister began by relating two 
paragraphs from an a rticl e 
which appeared in the Novem­
ber 17 issue of the New Yorker. 
The article was one which intro­
duced James Baldwin to the 
world as a speaker for the Negro 
population. and who. in Sister's 
estimation, is "one of the most 
terrifying young writers of our 
time." 

These people, with theil ideas, 
should be the center of intended 
a,~quaintances. Si~ter insisted 
that the diScovery of the value 
of being a Christian will 'not 
come from a convincing sta.te­
ment to a fr iend, but by realizing 
how "terrible it is. to be a human 
being." It is through thi com· 
municati01: and not through a 
division of rights, a. means of 
defense. or debates, that the 
Christian becomes what is in­
tended of him, and tha.t is, an 
integ;al tdbutary in the main­
stream of society.

Sister th~n showed h ow this 
communication is applicable to 
the potential laymen of the six­
ties, seventies and eighties, who 
will be impor!:.ant influence in 
this "mainstream of society." By 
a plunge into this not-much­
known-about society, they will 
make a n important discovery­
what it is all about. 

The mystery and wonder of 
freedom t.s one of the things 
which is presently possessing 
Sister Jacqueline. "meditating 
all the time on the foolishness of 
God, Who knew what it means 
to make roo! free. Who knew that 
in making me free, He would let 
me choose. ' Who knew that in 
making me free He would let me 
succeed or fail. Who would let 
me make a choice even about 
Salvation or damnation." 

"And so, Sister Ja.equelille 
continues, "it seems to me, if .He 
put such a terrible price on vi­
tality, if He really made such an 
investment in the grace which 
He gave to me, then I indeed, 
grace must be the most impor· 
tant thing of the, Christian life, 
the sharing in the Divine Life 
of Christ, which 'we call grace." 
The rules-and-regulation kind of 
I'Christian life," is therefore, not 
a. building block, but rather, a. 
deadening force in society. 

It is this position in which the 
role of education and the Chris­
tian world should be situated. 
Sister referred to the agnostic 
and Blt:hei9tic world, which is 
longing for people who have the 
"security to be insecure." They 
are waiting for someone with 
this vi tal ity to ask, "Who are 
you?" 

In applying this idea to an­
other facet of the student's life, 
Sister said, "I beg of you not to 
engage in arguments with the 
next fellow who dates you. But 
I do beg you to live it (your 
faith) and by living it, I don't 
mean to get yourself all inside a 
nice little network as to what's 
right and Wh at's wrong. but 
somehow or other, to develop 
such an attLtude · ;p1d such a 
vigor in grace life through the 
sacramental system that you can 
live in terrible insecurity. Then 
you will try to get inside him 
and see how he feels, and when

you ' do this, he begins to trust 
you with a terrible trust." 

Through these communica­
tions, an understanding of other 
positions is understood, and 
often times. the purposefulness 
with which these commitments 
are can-ied out is admired. 

Sister mentioned that she was 
questioned several times whether 
she stilI bacl{etl the statement 
about questioning the existence 
of God, which was fea.tured in 
"Time .Magazine." She told the 
student body; "But I will say to 
you, you people who are not yet 
twenty-one, that unless you 
question the existence of God­
question, not doubt-you are a 
liar or a fool. A fool at least in 
the Apostolic sense, because you 
have to communicate with the 
world that is questioning it."

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Demonstrations 
Tbe recent prayerful demonstration and 

the one currently being nrganized-to the 
extent that it has the sanction of the 
pulpit-gives rise to one Dr two questions-. 

One, does it accomplish any purpose? 
Historically, the demonstration has al­
ways grabbed front page headlines, Lucre­
tia Mott and Susan R Anthony, the httle 
ladies who valiantly campaigned for fe­
male political emancipation, are now pre­
sumably resting .. , easily in their g~~a ves. 
Women have the right to vote. Carne Na­
tion' and her temperance league never did 
get men out of the saloons, 

Nevertheless, if it accomplishes nothing 
else, the demonstration is free, first-rate 
advertising for a cause, No 'doubt, peace­
ful civil rights demonstrations WIll have 
some effect on the ultimate result, 
whetber it be another civil war, or bloody 
integTation. 

And what of the demonstrators them­
selves? How many demonstrate with a 
conviction in mind, not just pound city 
hall pavements out of sheer curiosity or 
lack of something better to do, "It was a 
chance to get out of the dorm," was one 
recent demonstrator's blatant remark. 

At best, the demonstration seems a 
purging of a . guilt complex, and a safe 
one, at that, Certainly there is personal 
anonimity in the m&sses, But how many 
of the demonstrators will bother to pur­
posely seek out a Negro, buy him a cup of 
coffee, offer him a cigarette, and discuss 
anything from Madame Nhu to James 
Baldwin? How many will take their time 
to organize an all-Negro open forum or 
panel? Will any of the demonstrato·rs 
dance with a Negro at a mixer? 

The demonstrator then, attempts to 
prove to the world that he is no longer 
prejudiced, But, is he really as broad­
minded as he ' would- like the world to 
think?

liturgical renewal as experience

Nearly 300 collegians from St. Louis, as well as delegates from the University of 
Dallas from Wisconsin and California participated in the College LlturglCal Days at Web~ 
ster 0;" October 27-29. This weekend filled a much-desired opportunity to become con­
scious of the Christian today in relation to the liturgy, the Mystical Body of Christ, and 
the Ecumenical Council. This is a rather large order, but for those present, lt was an 
exciting two days of a kind of participation never experienced. 

The program featured such excellent sp eakers as the Rev. David T. Thomas, doctor 
of canon law' who is now achieving national stature as a hturglst, and Father Donald 
L. Sullivan ~ssistant pastor of Holy Redeemer parish in Webster Groves. They pre­
sented the necessity for the think_ 
ing, discllssing, and the C{iticiz­
ing CathOliC, who will live the 
real message of the gospel, and 
not stumble over the trivialities 
brought about by narrow-mind­

edness. 
An of the spea.lccrs impressed 

. the need t'or understanding' the 
Mystical Body of Christ :lIS the 
Church with its members-a liv­

ing, prayerful body. Through 
this understanding of the Mys­

tical Body. the liturgy, t he pub­
lic prayer of the Church, and the 
li turgical renewal received a 
deeper mca-ning. 

Students left Mass with a new 
feeling. One g ir l remarked, "~ 
feel as if I have been to Mass 
for the first time." Another said, 
"It was so human, so personal 
an experience • . . words can't 
describe it." 

There existed a. feeling of 
vigor and zest which contradicted 
the wry comment of th! convert 
who said, "Ca,tholics at Mass re­
mind me of sincere, generous 
sponges." 

These Masses were truly an 
offering of the whole congrega­
tion entel'ing spiritually in com­
munion wit:l the priest in the 
Sacrifice. 

The special in terest sessions 
on the collegian and his im:olve­
ment in parish life, campus life, 
and home life proved to be one \ 
of the most interesting aspects 
of the program. Moderators and 
students discussed the problems 
of the liturgy as they saw them. 
One of these discussions centered 
on the topic of the Mass in the 
vernacular. In another discus­
sion, Mr. and Mrs. Richard Mul­
len, members of Holy Redeemer 
parish in WebSlter Groves, re­
lated their practices and experi­
ences in teaching their children 
the meaning of the Faith in con­
nection with · the seasons of the 
Church. 

PerhaPs one of the most in­
spiring moments of the weekend 
waoS the candlelight proccssion 
on Sunday evening, the Feast of 
Christ the' King. The proceSSion, 
attended by Protestant seminar­
ians and laymen, held the beauty 
and the simplici ty of the idea of 
the worship. The flich:ering can­
dles. which moved with the 
rhythm of the prayers and the 
hymns, were not new, as indeed 
the prayers were not new. but 
the spirit sensed by all, was new 
for most. 

The feeling, or "liturgical ex­
perience," as Father Thomas put 
it, wa,s one which classes and 
lectures have tried to impart, 
but it took the actual impact of 
the experience to induce it. 
There existed a feeling of each 
individual as an important, ac­
tive Catholic in every phase of 
the Christian life: And thanks to 
all the people who made the Li­
turgical Days possible, many had 
the advantage of expel'iencing 
feelings, which are undoubtedly 
very important to the life of the 
Church and its members, and in 
fact, to all of Christianity. 

At the end one delegate ObM 
served, "I feel very proMChris­
tian and not at all anti· other 
religions. for a change. Now I 
can act. ..

Mr.· Merrick, with a. safa·ri 
build, hea-Ithy ta.n, and salt-amI­
pepper crew cut, works with 
Elementa-ry Science Study in 
Boston, which is a non-profit or­
ganization concerned with. the, 
development of new science ma­
terials. 

When questioned about the 
"new" approach in SCience, Mr. 
Merrick puffed on his pipe, grinM 
ned, mumbled something about 
"I'd better make th.is good if 
I'm gOing- to be quoted," and fi­
nally replied, "In the past, the 
teaC'hling of science was the c~n­
s ideration of factual material. 
In the new approach, we are 
concerned with the development 
of ideas rather than learning 
facts. We like to give the chil­
dren a chance to develop some 
ideas for. themselves." 

Mr. Merricb: explained further 
that to do t his t here must be an 
emphasis on lab materials ra­
ther than text bool(s. "Probably 
a teacher-guide 'will be fur­
nished, but we hope to avoid a 
text booh: a.nd therefore the sit-

uation in which the teacher says, 
Now open up your OOoh: to page 
23 a.nd 24 and do questions one 
through eight. Neve .. do we want 
that! .. Even the Merricl{'s collie 
dog, Apache, woofed his ap­
proval. 

T h'is discussion le(I us to the 
to pic of teacher t .. aining. "There 
is no forma·l ESS teacher train­
ing prog"l"am, however, the Web­
ster college l)rogrrun is a group 
associated with ESS. Webster is 
liI<e a little isla nd off of this 
larger group." 

Mr. Merrick said ESS is 
watChing Webster's program be­
cause it is very much interested 
in long· term teacher training. 

"Speaking of teachers," I re­
marked, "You've taught fourth 
grade level. Whic'h level do you 
prefer ?" 

"I guess I'll have to say tha.t 
r had the most fun teaching the 
sixth grade in Weston, Conn. At 
sixth grade, they've got fresh 
minds. They're relati,vely uncon­
taminated." 

Mr. l\Ierricl{'s philosophy of 
teaching js truly grea.t, perhaps 
because of the numerous e(hlCa­
tionaJ realms with which he has 
been connected. Previous ..... to 
working with ESS, he was em­
ployed by Harvard university, 
amI trained the first 39 Peace 
Corps teachers in Ibden Imiver­
sity in Nigeria. Before this, he 
taught science in a seconda.ry 
school in California. 

'When Mr. Merrick says somc'­
thing in education is valuable or 
something is not valuable, he 
knows what he is talking about. 
Why? Because he's tried it!

A 
nun leaves a $9,000 a year job 
to run an orphanage because ne 
na.nts to help people. 

These are only a. few of the 
eW.J.uples g iven by lievin Lan'­
br and Jerry Reynolds concern­
i_J' the Lay Extension Volunteers 
C:l the:r visit to "\lebster last 
'Z:.Ie"day. 

Mr. Lawler, a graduate of Holy 
Cross college, and Mr. Reynolds, 
a graduate of the University of 
Detroit, both members of the 
Lay Extension Volunteers, came 
to' Webster in conjunction with 
their efforts to recruit vol un­
t;:;ers for the program. 

The Lay Extension Volunteers 
c::msists of Catholic lay people, 
s:ngle or rna.rried, ,,,ho are will­
i..::g to serve full time for at least 
0:1e )'ea,r in the American liome 
[".li.::slollt5. This organization 
e701ved in 1961 through the ef­
f.;>rts of three Oh:lahoma priests 
who recognized the. need for 
Catholic m issions in sections of 
t.he United States where Ule 
Ca.tholic population is sparse. 

The grouR started as part of 
t:~B Catholic Extension Society, 
then expanded and became a 
s81;a.rate organization of its own, 
although it is still affiliated with 
t:le C.E.S. There are now ?OO 
v0lunteers in thirteen states who 
are devoting one full year to 
teaching, nursing, doing parish 

__ Vlork, N'ewman Club, and helping 
the underprivileged, such as mi­
gi.":.nt worker'S and orphans. 

A volunteer must be between 
Cle age of 21 and 40 and have a 
college education or equal ma­
turity. In applying, persons must 
give five references. After being 
accepted, volunteers a ,re given 
t..;me t.o re-consider the decision 
.b~fore taJdng an assignment. 

There is ·a ten day orientation 
program held in -' Oklahoma in 
AU.1·ust, where courses in m is io­

. logy, salvation-history, and tech-
nique are given ~to prepare vol· 
un teers for their mission. 

Volunteers receive room and 
board, transportation to and 
from 1:l1e mission, two weeks va­
cation at Christmas, plus a small 
mont hly stipend. Both speakers 
emph?.,sized that aUhough the 
material re\vards are smaU, the 
spiritual ren'ar<1s are over­
whelming, because it affords 
Catholic laymen ·the ability to 

- --s:.:;, :&- c.lnlers in the apastolate, 
while ena.bling them to know 

how to be a true apostle when 
returning to the oommWlity. 

Although a separate organiza­
tion, PAVLA, Papal Volunteers 
for Latin America, works closely 
with Extension Lay Volunteers. 
In 1959 Pope John XXIII urged 
the clergy to send 10% of the 
orders into Latin America ·to 
meet the pressing need for 
prie~ts and' religious . Catholic 
doctors, teachers, social workers, 
engineers, and businessmen were 
also called for. 

These volunteers serve for 
three yea·rs after going through 
a four month training period in 
Mexico. The volunteers teach 
simple rules of cleanliness am1 
sanitation, and set up c~opera.. 

tive credit unions to help raise 
the standard of living for -the 
97 % poverty . stricken in]mbi­
tants who are ruled by t·he 
weaJthy 30/0 population. 

"The need for volunteers to 
worl.: in both North and S'Outh 
America is overwhelming. - In 
South America. alone one-haJf 
m ilJion teachers are needed. We 
sent 78 this year. That's a smaIl 
dent, but it is a start." 

Mr. Lawler added, "As Catho­
lics we have an obligation to be 
active and give of ourselves. Vol­
unteers in Guthrie, Okla., C8.$­
per, Wyo., and Camden, Ark. are 
taking advantage of an oppor­
tunity to fully dedicate them­
selves for one year. But, th~nk of 
the many people they will come 
into contact with and help. This 
is the thjng the Church and the 
lay apostolate need; to fulfill the 
needs of hath."

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Italy Revisited: The ~orrini§ 
Reflect on Family Sabbatical

Thirteen years ag'o Rudy Tor­
rini, a Fulbright scholar and a 
bachelor, boarded the Saturnia . 
fOI' a year's study in Italy. He 
remembers the Atlantic crossing 
in gay surroundings of invita­
tions to the first class's conver­
sation and tea. time, cocldail 
parties and little s leep. Today 
Mr. R.udolph T orrin i, h usband, 
fa ther , professor a nd sculptor, 
commissioned by the National 
Park Service, lool~s in ret rospect 
at a si milar Atlantic crossing 
m ade in the Sprin g of 1963 -
simila r only because the sh i P. t he 
Saturnia, was t h e same. The dif­
f erences were m a.ny. 

.Mr. Torrini won a. commission 
from the National Parl,- service 
to sculpt a bronze cast soldier 
monument for the bi-centenniary 
cclebnl,tion of St. Louis. Since 
Florence, Italy houses one of the 
few remammg foundaries for 
b rouze castin g;, .Mr. Torrini de­
cided to seize the opportunity of 
an Italian vacation for his wife 
~MHI th "ee c hildl'en by tal{ing the 
plaster mold of his s oWier to 
F lorence to unde rgo the compli­
c."l.ted bl'o llzing process. So, with 
a. sabbatical leave granted by 
Webster, a nd other arrange­
m ents, the Torrini s five set off 
.by rail for t he New Yori{ har­
bor, a,nd from ther e by the Sa­
turnia :for six months experience 
in Italian living. 

A t hil·teen day crossing made 
in damp, rainy weather on the 
Ital ia n lines' oldest ship, which 
h a d no stabi li ze,·s to b reak the 
roll and rock of the sea, infli.cted 
the Ton ini passengers with sea 
sickness par exce ll e nce and led 
Mr. Ton' ini to comment , "When 
you "'e sea sick and you' re single, 
you're sea sick alone. But when 
you're sea sick and y ou look 
across the cabin a t your wife 
and th·ree child r e n who a re lying 
in their bunks as sick <.1S y ou, 
you are five ti mes as Slick !" 

This was only the first of the 
incongl"lle nc ies to be endured by 
the vacatione rs. The second mis­
hap consisted in a non-scheduled 
side tril) taken by Mr. Torrini's 
plaste r so ldi e r at the hand of the 
Italian Shipping L ines. It seems 
tha.t a large cra,te containing the 
so ldier and household items vita,) 
to a. family of five (blankets. 
pots, p a ns, knives, for){s, spoons, 
extra s hoes and clothes) was 
packed unde r a load of bananas 
which were s lated for unloading 
a.t a dock beyond the Torrini's 
point of disembarkation. Rather 
than unload the bananas, take 
off the crate a nd then reload the 
bananas, the dra.y men chose to 
a.ct in a. less ambitious manner 
a.nd the soldier didn't find its 
way to F lorence and reunion 
with. its c r eator until the 15th

Our 
greatest experience was living 
among these people and second 
to thi s we chel'ish our life on a 
farm." 

The m ethods o( farming and 
the tools for work al'e pl'imitive 
and crude, but each is handmade 
and therein lies a distinguishing 
cha.racte ri stic which mig·ht well 
place them among the other 
things of art t his culture has 

produced. A team of oxen s till 
ca.rry out the bullwa.rk tas ks 
fa.rming demands - tasl{s the 
tractor has conque red in more 
prog ressiye areas.

Tonini indicated, t he mere nour­
is hment of t he rave nous beasts 
constitutes a vicious circle of 
"feeding the ox en, W do the 
fa.rming, to f eed the oxen."

So difficult it is in the retell­
ing to convey the quiet ex huber­
ance a nd excitement detected in 
the Torrinis f or the ir sojourn.

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Change and Reality 
The situation of the student body at Webster College 

is changing and will probably continue to do so. Some of 
the changes that have taken place have been physical but 
there have been (}thers that are n<>1 tangible. I am speak­
ing of changes in attitude, changes in spirit, changes in 
ways of thinking. 

Because of just such a change in attitude, the Student 
Government Association has abandoned two of Its former 
functions, punitive and coercive. Large. assemblies of the 
entire student body are no longer reqUIred and the cam­
pus system has been abolished. It was th(}ught that stu­
dents were mature enough to decide f(}r themselves what 
activities they wished' to participate in and that they were 
above having to be subjected to an artificial system of 
peers judging peers. 

The abandonment of these two functions left a great 
void in the Student Government's organization, for we no 
longer governed. The Executive Council has spent the last 
nine months "evaluating" what was left and has thus far 
come to no definite conclusions. 

What we have left, in fact, is a service function, the 
everyday details of student life that must be taken care 
of by someone. These include the budgeting of money for 
clubs and classes, the various activities of the Social Plan­
ning committee, the coordina~ing of meeting times for 
clubs and special functions and finally, the w(}rk of the 
Parldng committee. Here is wh~re realit~ ent.ers ~n. T~e 
total reality of what we have right now IS primarIly thIS 
service organization. This does not mean that ~ur Student 
Association . (and I prefer to call it that for clarity) cannot 
function in any. other area. We have functioned to some 
extent as a representative and liaison body but the possi­
bilities of this representative, aspect have not been fully 
utilized. 

I would like to see our service function expanded to 
,include a more comprehensive representative function. The 
Executive Council, the core group of the Student Associa­
tion, could become a kind of sounding board to discuss, 
with facuJty and administrators, vario'us aspects of the 
colle~e life. This would be a two-way (}peration-the joint 
board forming a reservoir of .. student opinion and at the 
same time reflecting administrative ideas. 

I want to emphasize that this proposed representative 
functi(}n would not be all things to all people. It should 
deal with individual groups with a particular interest to 
promulgate. Or, for example, Mr. Hiers in the Business 
Office could approach the group for opinions on his student 
policies. He would not necessarily have to approach the 
whole student body. For, in the reality (}f the situation the 
whole student body is not interested in every aspect (}f 
this college. We have had this brought home to us several 
times this year at the various Student Association assem­
blies, 

I think that the student is returning more and more 
to his primary role, that of being a student. The student 
here is no longer coerced into broadening his horizons by 
attendance at meetings and -special functions. The student 
has had a great responsibility placed upon him, the respon­
sibility of fulfillin~ himself as an individual. And he should 
not have the responsibility to be interested in things not 
in his sphere. 

In the same vein, a Student Association should not be 
interested in being paternalistic, in finding things for its 
members to do, in involving its members in areas where 
their interest and potential is limited. Let me emphasize 
again that I consider the function of our Student Asso­
,ciatiion right now to be one of representation and service. 

I w(}uld like to elaborate further on the ideas of change 
and reality. I have already treated the changes in attitude 
that have occured at Webster. It is perfectly plausible that 
in the future, attitudes may evolve to the p(}int at which 
we do not even need a Student Association. Students may 
become so individualistic as not to need the representative 
function and the college may grow so that many of our 
services may be taken over by administrative personnel. 
Or it may evolve that interested students will become in­
tensely involved with various aspects of the college on an 
informal basis, simply because they are interested, 

However, this is now. The real situation that we have 
now, the very reality of it tells me that we have to work in 
a representative and service capacity, We cann(}t junk the 
whole (}rganization because there is a need. On the other 
hand I do not think that we should project grand designs 
for a Student Association to accomplish because, in reality) 
the student interest is not there. .
