What Is The Basic Foreign

avoid war without appeasement.

its policy was that of leaving the 
rest of the world strictly to itself.

Lygia was 
considered by Vicinius as the most 
beautiful and nymph-like creature 
that had ever existed. According to 
the plan of Petronius, Lygia would 
be taken to 'the court of Nero, by 
the Emperor's command and from 
there to the  house of Vicinius, hut 
the  plan proved not quite fool-proof 
for Vicinius and Petranius in their 
scheming did not expect the beauti- 
ful Lygia to flee from the splendor 
and magnificence of the court of 
Nero. Neither also did they expect 
to  find a religion such a s  Chris- 
tianity as  the main obstacle in their 
pursuit of this' maiden.

fire of Rome tha t  Nero was able 
to watch so tha t  he might not be 
outdone by Priam who had seen 
Troy burn. All this in color plus 
its intense drama will he available 
to all St. Louisans tomorrow a t  
one of the downtown theaters.
